His innovative, integrated marketing campaigns have resulted in partnerships with key clients such as Mars Candy, General Motors, Proctor and Gamble, Ally Bank , Microsoft, Anheuser-Busch, Blockbuster Video, Miller Brewing Company and many others.

Under the “ Oswald Entertainment Group “ roster, current artist management clients include critically-acclaimed and award-winning country duo Big & Rich and singer songwriter worldwide pop star, author, actor, poet and actress Jewel.
